	Model wording / standard

	BRI sample row
	Passage/book: Galatians. Genre: NT epistle. Author/audience: Paul to Galatian churches. Occasion: pressure to add law-bound identity markers to faith in Christ. Interpretive value: the passage must be read as argument, not isolated doctrinal slogans.

	Quality standard
	A good BRI answer gives enough book-level context to prevent misreading the passage, but does not become a long encyclopaedia entry.
